FOR THE YEAR 2022-2023

The Rajghat Samadhi Committee, created by an Act
of Parliament called the “Rajghat Samadhi Act. 1951™ and
“Rajghat Samadhi (Amendment) Act, 1958, is an
autonomous body entrusted with the following
responsibilities:

1. to administer the affairs of the Samadhi and to keep
the Samadhi in proper order and in a state of good
repair;

2. to organize and regulate periodical functions at the
Samadhi:

3. to do such other things as may be incidental or
conducive to the eflicient administration of the aflairs
of the Samadhi,

Composition of the Committee

According to the above Act, the composition of the
Committee is a5 follows:

Mayor, Delhi Municipal Corporation (ex-officio); three
officials nominated by the Central Government: four non-
officials; Nomited by Central Government and three Members
of Parliament, two from the Lok Sabha appointed by the
Speaker, Lok Sabha and one from the Rajya Sabha appointed
by the Chairman, Rajya Sabha and notified by the Ministry
of Housing & Urban Aflairs, Government of India.

In addition to the above as Members, the Government
has appointed Hon'ble Minister of Housing & Urban Affairs
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as Chairman of the Rajghat Samadhi Committee as per
Clause 4 (ii) of the Act, 1951.

Repair and Maintenance

The repair and maintenance of the garden and
parks, electrical installations and pumps and other
structures were, as usual, entrusted to CPWD — namely
Horticulture,  Electrical and  Civil  Engineering
Divisions,

The meetings were held with the officials of CPWD
periodically (o discuss work-projects and sort out

problems relating to maintenance and upkeep of the
Samadhi,

The expenditure incurred by the CPWD on the
upkeep and maintenance of the Samadhi is reimbursed
out of the grant received from the Government of
India.
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Functions

As in previous years, special functions were held on
2nd October and 30th January to observe the birth and death
anniversaries of Mahatma Gandhi, the Father of the Nation.
On these two occasions all-religion prayers and mass
spinning programmes were held. Both these functions are
attended by Hon’ble President of India, Vice-President.
Prime Minister, Speaker of the Lok Sabha. Leader of the
Opposition, Ambassadors and High Commissioners of
various nations. Besides, invited guests and public including
school children also attended these functions.

On his way to the Red Fort on the 15th August, 2022
Shri Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime Minister, visited the
Samadhi and paid floral tributes to Mahatma Gandhi. the
Father of the Nation on the occasion of Independence
Day.

Apart from the annual functions, all-religion prayers
and spinning programmes were held regularly on every
Friday throughout the year,

Visitors

Being one of the most frequently visited place in
Delhi, Gandhi Samadhi continues to attract a large number
of visitors ineluding high dignitaries (VIPs), both from
India and abrond, Besides, a large number of school
children also visited Gandhi Samadhi during the year as
part of their outdoor activity and excursion programme.
There were a few visits from the VIPs to the Samadhi

during the year 202223, the details of which are at
Annexure,
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Donation Boxes

Traditionally, two donation boxes are placed near the
Samadhi in which cash offerings are put by the visitors.
These cash collections are utilized exclusively on the
welfare of downtrodden, a cause that was dear to Gandhiji.
This is being done through another institution founded by
Gandhiji, the Harijan Sevak Sangh, since the Rajghat
Samadhi Committee has no such project of its own. The
Sangh has been authorized to take away these offerings
from the Samadhi direct to their own bankers.

Administration and Organization

(a) Staff Position: The Secretariat of the Rajghat
Samadhi Committee had a total strength of 15
officials.

(b) Finance: The Rajghat Samadhi Committee is a
non-commercial, non-earning body which functions
in public interest. The entire financial requirement
I8 non=plan in nature and is met by grants-in-aid
from the Central Government. The total Grants-in-
ald of Ry, 819,72 lakh was received by the Rajghat
Samadhi Committee during the year 2022-23,

e

(¢) Vigllanee: The Scerctary of the Committee
functions as the Chiefl Vigilance Officer. In its day-
to<day functioning, the Committee takes due care
(0 observe the provisions of the vigilance manuals
and other guidelines brought out by the Central
Vigllanee Commission. Several initiatives have
been taken by the Committee to bring about great
transparency in its working. During the year 2022-
23, no case of corruption or any other vigilance
matter was registered.
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(d) Redressal of Public Grievances: The grievances
received from the tourists and public generally
relate to inadequate facilities in the Rajghat
Samadhi Complex. These are attended to as carly
as possible.

(¢) Right to Information: The Assistant Caretaker in
the Rajghat Samadhi Committee has been
designated as Public Information Officer of the
Committee. The Secretary, Rajghat Samadhi
Committee acts as the First Appellate Authority for
the purpose of the RTI Act. During the year 2022- "
23, the Committee has not received any RTI
Application.

(f) Swachh Bharat Mission: The Government's top
most  priority programme  “Swachh Bharat
Mission™ was launched by the Hon'ble Prime
Minister on 2" October, 2014 on the occasion of
Gandhi Jayanti, In Rajghat Samadhi arca. regular
cleaning exercises are carried out throughout the
year o keep the campus spick and span. The
employees of the Committee are motivated to
contribute towards cleaning of their office space.

family members and other friends and relatives in
thix noble mission with the objective to make their
ity n better place to live in.

Accounts nnd Audit

All expenditure incurred on maintenance and upkeep,
work-projects, establishment, holding of functions, ctc..
were met out of the grant-in-aid received from the Ministry
of Housing and Urban AfTairs, Government of India.
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The account for grant received and expenditure
incurred are maintained by the Rajghat Samadhi Committee
Office and subjected to annual audit by Office of the Director
General of Audit (Infrastructure), Delhi. The Audited
Accounts and the Audit Certificate for the year 2022-23 are
appended to this Report.

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Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India on the Accounts of Rajghat Samadhi
Committee for the year ended on 31 March 2023

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Rajghat
Samadhi Committee (RSC) as at 31 March 2023 and the
Ineome and  Expendituré Account/Receipt & Payment
Account for the year ended on that date under Section
19(2) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties,
Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Rule
4(i) of the Rajghat Samadhi Rules, 1952. These financial
statements are the responsibility of the RSC’s management.
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial
statements based on our audit.

2 The Separate Audit Report contains the comments
of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on
the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting
standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations
on financial transactions with regard to compliance with
the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity)
and efliciency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are
reported through Inspection Report/ CAG’s Audit Reports
separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with
auditing standards generally accepted in India. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements are free from material misstatements. An audit
includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting
the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An

audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used
and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.

Grant in Aid

During the year 2022-23, Rajghat Samadhi Committee
has received a grant of ¥819.72 lakh from Ministry of
Housing & Urban Affairs. The opening balance of grant
as on 1 April 2022 was ¥28.06 lakh. As per the Utilization
Certificate for the year 2022-23, RSC utilised an amount
of 819.31 lakh leaving an unspent balance of 328.47
lakh at the end of 31 March 2023.
